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Information for Welsh Wound Network  
 

We are looking for patients with pyoderma gangrenosum.  
 

Can you helpÉ?  
 
Pyoderma gangrenosum (PG) is a rare, ulcerating skin 
disease that is often  secondary to inflammatory conditions 
such as CrohnÕs disease and rheumatoid arthritis.  
 
There has never been a trial of the most commonly used 
treatments for PG  and  so little is known about the best 
treatments to use.   The UK Dermatology Clinical Trials 
Network is now recruiting patients with PG in aro und 50 
hospitals across the UK. Prednisolone & ciclosporin are being compared head - to -head 
in a randomised controlled trial, with a parallel observational study of topical 
treatments for patients with less ag gressive disease.   The trial is being funded by the 
National Institute for Health Research (NIHR) , and is a UK  Clinical Research Network  
portfolio study.  
 
Given that PG is such a rare disease, we need your help to make this trial a success.  

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
The tr ial website Ð www.stopgaptrial.co.uk  provides a list of hospitals around the UK 
that are recruiting patients with PG into the trial.   
 
If your usual referring Dermatology centre is involved and you see a patie nt who m  
you suspect has PG, please consider referring to the dermatologist who is the local 
Principal Investigator for the trial.  Patients cannot be included in the trial if they 
have taken prednisolone or ciclosporin for 1 month prior to starting the tri al, so it is 
important not to prescribe systemic therapy .  Topical therapy can be prescribed 
if necessary.  
 
If you r usual referring Dermatology centre is not involved in the research, you could 
also help by approaching your dermatology consultant colleague s to see if they would 
be interested in becoming a recruiting centre.
